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The Norseman is the oldest design used regularly in commercial service in Canada today, but most are operated only on floats from about May to October.

There are currently 43 Norseman on the Canadian Civil Aircraft Register, but just under half are not flying.  Of these, 11 have had their Certificate of Registration cancelled.
